Summary of Initial Notice regarding Continuum of Care Homeless Assistance Program Application Submission

Introduction:  $1.68 billlion of funding available under HUD’s Continuum of Care Home Assistance Competition for FY 2010.  The competition will again use e-snaps.  The NOFA will be released via HUD’s Homeless Assistance listserv.

The Pro Rata Need funding available to the Moutainland C of C is $468,711.
The Bonus Funding is $70,306.65.
Important Points:

· CoC Registration is due in e-snaps no later than June 4, 2010.  Myla Dutton will ensure that the registration is completed in e-snaps in a timely manner.
· Eligible SHP and S+C renewal projects will be conditionally awarded first.
· New projects will be awarded after the project threshold review and the scoring of the CoC application have been completed.

· Project applications (Exhibit 2) will be available no earlier than July 1, 2010 when the NOFA is published.

· The determination of leveraging and housing emphasis scores in Exhibit 1 will only be calculated using data from new project applications.

· The FY 2011 CoC Competion will be administered and awarded under the McKinney-Vento Homeless Assistance Act as amended by the Homeless Emergency Assistance and Rapid Transition to Housing (HEARTH) Act.

· Funding Categories:
(1) Shelter Plus Care Renewal Funding Category includes eligible S+C renewal projects approved and submitted by the CoC.

(2) Supportive Housing Program Renewal Funding Category includes eligible SHP renewals approved and submitted by the CoC.

(3) Permanent Housing Bonus Funding Category covers one or more new SHP, S+C, and Section 8 SRO projects that, in total, may be no more than 15% of the CoC’s Preliminary Pro Rata Need.

(4) The Final Pro Rata Need (FPRN) Funding Category covers new SHP, S+C and Section 8 SRO projects submitted by CoCs that have funds available in their FPRN (i.e. the difference after taking the renewal projects from the PPRN).

· The CoC registration must include attaching the SHP and S+C grant inventory worksheets into e-snaps.
· CoC’s in PPRN status will be limited to request one year of funding for SHP renewal projects up to the maximum amount of available pro rate need.
· NEW – Applicants for SHP renewal funds are limited to requesting one year of funding.
· NEW – New S+C projects in this year’s competition may request no more than the number of units awarded in this competition when they apply for their first renewal.

· Permanent Housing Bonus – 15% of CoC’s PPRN.  The Bonus may be used for homeless disabled homeless and families or chronically homeless individuals.  HUD encourages CoCs to create a project that will serve disabled homeless veterans or chronically homeless as both of these are a HUD priority.

· NEW – as part of the application process, CoCs will be required to demonstrate that it is collaborating with local education agencies.  Also we must demonstrate that we are considering the educational needs of children when families are placed in emergency or transitional shelter.  We must demonstrate that we are establishing policies and practices that support the provision of educational and related services to individuals and families experiencing homelessness.  Project applicants must demonstrate that programs providing housing or services to families are designating a staff person to ensure that children are enrolled in school and connected to appropriate community services, including early childhood programs.

RECOMMENDATION – The CoC Chairperson recruit CoC members of other community persons to participate on a new Education Services Subcommittee to address and support each of these issues.
· NEW – CoCs will submit their 2010 Housing Inventory data and Point in Time Data directly into a new HUD Homelessness Data Exchange (HDX) web site.  The state HMIS has committed to entering this data into HDX for the Mountainland CoC within the deadline of May 31, 2010.
· For renewal projects, applicants will only be verifying basic project and budget information, selecting the one-year grant term request.  CoCs will not rank renewal projects.
· NSP, CDBG, HPRP, HUD-VASH, HUD managed ARRA programs as a source of leveraging.  CoCs that demonstrate coordination with NSP and any HUD-managed ARRA programs may receive extra points during CoC review process.
· HUD has committed to moving at least 16,000 veterans per year out of homelessness, therefore HUD is asking CoCs to redouble their efforts to reach out to veterans.

· Preparation for HEARTH Act implementation in 2011:

(1) All communities must have an HMIS

(2) New performance outcomes will be required.  More to come.
· Begin to prepare for the system-wide changes that will be required as part of the HEARTH Act.
