	Continuum of Care Registration and Application Process for 2011

· Documents from Myla Dutton distributed regarding changes for Continuum of Care application and registration process with the U.S. Department of Housing and Urban Development (HUD.) The highlighted items are of particular importance.
· HUD has proposed changes to the definition of homelessness.  The comment period will be open until June 21.  Refer to the document for details about the proposed changes and instructions on how to submit comments.

	Needs Sharing 
·  If any agency has a need for materials for their clients, talk to Kena.  If the material was donated, it can be given for free.  If it was bought, Habitat will sell it for cost.  

· Follow up- Add on the CoC roster the resources, services, etc that individual members have to better serve the community.  Have a post it board which says “resources available”.  Keep the roster updated as items are used and added.  

· In order for clients to receive financial assistance, they have to be participating in work related activities that eventually lead up to future employment.  They’ve been working a lot with Deseret Industries for help with this.  If any agency is willing to provide “unpaid internships” for Department of Workforce Services (DWS) clients, let him know.

	Approval of 2010 Housing Inventory Chart 

· Purpose is to review the chart, make any corrections, and vote to accept the numbers for 2010.  For the Housing Authority of Utah County the Year Round Beds in HMIS changes from 12 to 56.  Change for Households w/ children, coverage is up from 21% to 100%
· S+C 13 and S+C 22 the 13 should be 22, and the 22 should be 13.  

· Both %s in column with children have been changed from 21 to 100% for with and without children.
· Center for Women and Children in Crisis, REAP, and Community Action are not here.  

· Papilion House’s numbers are correct, but we have 4 units that are leased by the Housing Authority but managed by the REAP 1 program.  Are those being double-counted?
· Since REAP funds the beds, REAP needs to report them.
· We need to take the 4 chronic homeless beds off the chart then.  There are 5 beds without REAP.  Chronic beds should be 0, because those aren’t specifically dedicated to chronically homeless.  Chronic beds for REAP I stays at 0.
· Gene will follow up with Rev. Green on REAP PIT #s.

· Chelsea follow up with CASFB, CWCIC, and Peace House to ensure their numbers are correct.

· Provo City housing Authority’s their numbers are correct.

· Not sure about Peace House- can’t hear her on the phone.

· Wasatch Mental Health’s numbers are correct
· HPRP Provo City is for Rapid Re-Housing- can count funding for motel vouchers that were used on night of PIT.  Those numbers are for Food and Care.
· Jack will check with Brenda to make sure FCC’s numbers are correct.
· Bed coverage:  
· Emergency Shelter for Mountainland CoC is 17 beds for Households w/o children.  None are Domestic Violence.  Year round beds Households w/ children is 93% bed coverage in HMIS.  
· This is important, because AHAR (Annual Homeless Assessment Report) data gives points for the Continuum of Care grant which determines if you get funded or not.  They like to see you above 75%.  76% on Households w/children is a little low so we’d like to get everyone on board.  AHAR collects data for HUD to give to Congress.  
· Transitional Housing is at 87%, 56% for Households w/ children.  
· Would like Provo City Housing Authority to put their program on HMIS.  

· What are the responsibilities associated with that?  I’ll have to ask our staff why we don’t use HMIS.
· Mountainland Continuum has 0 safe havens.  Bed coverage in HMIS looks good.  This data has to be entered before the next CoC meeting.  I’d like a motion to accept the HIC as it is so we can input it into HDX (Homeless Data Exchange.)
· Where do these numbers come from?
· The 28 people is from HMIS.  It’s broken out by program.  To calculate bed coverage we take out Domestic Violence beds and under construction.

· Does the Point in Time (PIT) Count have to match capacity? 

· No, they’ll only match if you’re at capacity

· PIT Count subsections have to add up and match in HDX.

· The motion we’ll make is subject to confirmation from CWCIC, REAP, and CASFB, and Peace House.

· Food and Care, HUD is letting us count motel vouchers for Emergency Shelter.  HMIS says you had 2 people.

· We don’t do motel vouchers with HPRP.  I’ll confirm with Brenda and get back to you.

· Motion to approve the 2010 Housing Inventory Chart numbers subject to verification from Community Action, Peace House, Center for Women and Children in Crisis, and FCC’s last line item, HPRP.
