2009 for 2010 Projects - Application Process and Tasks

Major Points and Changes:
· HUD will use listServ to notify entities of the timetable, processes, etc.  To sign up go to 
http://www.hudhre.info/index.cfm?do=viewJoin
· The Exhibit 1 Narrative and all applications will be again be entered and submitted on esnaps.  (NOT Grants.gov)

· The 2009 CoC NOFA will be published no earlier than August 15, 2009.

· Eligible SHP and S+C renewal projects will be conditionally awarded as soon as possible (before the end of the calendar year).  Contracts will be sent and signed much sooner than previous years.
· For renewal projects, applicants will only be verifying basic project and budget information, selecting grant term request and certifying request for renewal.

· CoCs will be responsible for attaching the Certification of Consistency with the Consolidated Plan for all projects, new and renewal.  CoCs will attach a single signed form that includes the list of all associated new and renewal projects.

· HUD encourages applicants to use NSP and any HUD-managed ARRA funds as a source of leveraging.

· CoCs will be required to address how they are participating in the new HPRP.

· CoCs that identify coordination with NSP and and HUD ARRA programs may receive extra points during the CoC application process.

· New projects will be awarded after the project threshold review and the scoring of the CoC application have been completed.

· The determination of leveraging and housing emphasis scores in Exhibit 1 will be calculated only with data from new project applications.

· Applicants for the S+C program will be permitted to apply only for 100% of the FMR and will no longer be permitted to request any amount that is greater or less than the FMR.
· Samaritan Bonus Initiative has been replaced with a Permanent Housing Bonus.  The CoC will be able to use these funds for homeless disabled individuals and families or for chronically homeless individuals.  HUD strongly encourages to use at least a portion of available bonus funds to create a project that will exclusively serve the chronically homeless.

· There are four funding categories in the 2009 competition: 

(1) The Shelter Plus Care Renewal Funding Category includes eligible S+C renewal projects. 

(2) The Supportive Housing Program Renewal Funding Category includes eligible SHP renewals approved by the CoC. 

(3) The Permanent Housing Bonus Funding Category covers one or more new SHP, S+C, and Section 8 SRO projects that, in total, may be no more than 15 percent of a CoC’s Preliminary Pro Rata Need. 

(4) The FPRN Funding Category covers new SHP, Section 8 SRO, and S+C projects submitted by CoCs that are in PPRN status and that have funds available in their FPRN. A CoC in PPRN status will only be able to submit new projects equal to the difference between the renewal amounts claimed in the SHP renewal funding category (2) above and these CoCs’ FPRN. 
· Significant changes in evaluation criteria from prior years:
(1) HPRP Grantees are required to coordinate with CoCs in the development of HPRP program and activities, including HMIS.  
(2) CoCs will be required to describe the level of coordination between HPRP grantees and CoC leadership and/or members.

· HUD has provided a way to hold CoCs harmless if they decide to merge with another CoC.

· CoCs that are in PPRN status will be permitted to request one, 2 or 3 years of funding for SHP renewal grants, up to maximum PPRN.  HUD reserves the right to not allow multi-year grant tern requests for renewal projects in future competitions.

The C of C must: 
· Review and give feedback about the grant inventory renewal worksheets from the field office. (Completed).
· Register with HUD on esnaps and claim geography and appoint a lead CoC agency that is responsible for submission; attach approved grant inventory worksheets listing all renewals. Complete no later than August 31, 2009.*
· CoCs will receive confirmation from HUD concerning claimed geography, and PPRN and HHN amounts.*
· Complete the online Exhibit 1 in a timely manner.*
Applicants must:

· Have a DUNS number.  State Departments MUST include the 4-digit number following the state DUNS number to insure proper identification of the specific state office or department.
· Register with CCR.    www.ccr.gov
· Complete Exhibit 2 for each renewal project and new project.*

* Can only be completed following notification and training from HUD.  DUNS numbers and CCR registration should be completed now.
